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L. INTRODUCTION

The Hamilton PTV token vendor is a manually operated token dispenser. Tokens are dispensed by an
operator using the programmable keypad supplied or through an available software interface.

To dispense the required number of tokens, the operator presses any combination of numbers on the
keypad until the desired total is displayed. The tokens are then dispensed by pressing the “vend” key. If a

mistake is made, the operator can press the “reset” key to erase the incorrect total and reenter the proper
amount.

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1. OPERATION

Operating Procedur es

There are four number keys on the remote control unit. Pressing a key will add the labeled number of
tokens to the total. For example, pressing the “1” key and the “25” key will allow a total of “26” tokens to
be dispensed. You may press any number combination repeatedly to add to the total, such as pressing the

“4” key four times to allow a total of “16” tokens to be dispensed.

If a mistake is made in the total of coins you wish to dispense, pressing the “R” (reset) key will bring the
total back to zero.

When the total is correct, pressing the “V”” (vend) key will dispense the tokens.

All models of the PTV have a locking cover and a non-resettable counter. The PTV III has an internal
resettable counter for management use.

SWITCH LEVER

. Remove the Hopper cover and handle.
. Remove the plastic baffle.

Push the switch lever up and down slowly. Notice that the switch clicks twice in each direc-
tion (usually very close together).

Lift the switch lever up and let it down slowly. When the switch clicks a second time (as the
switch moves downward), STOP!

Between point “A” and Point “B” there should be 1/16" space for dime Hoppers and 1/8"
space for all other Hoppers.* When the actuator is let go and comes to a rest, Point “A”
must contact Point “B”. No other part of the switch actuator may contact the plastic.** If the
switch is out of adjustment, continue to steps 6 and 7and then readjust the switch by follow-
ing steps 3 through 5. After the switch is readjusted, continue with steps 8 and 9.

Loosen the switch mounting screws.

Push the payout switch upward into the adjusting slot.

Tighten the switch and recheck the adjustment.

Reassemble the Hopper.
